Status Report on Relief, Rehabilitation & Reconciliation Measures

***

1. Relief camps were started by District Administration at Tikabali, G.Udayagiri, Raikia, K.Nuagam, Phiringia, Balliguda, Phulbani, Daringbadi Blocks in aftermath of communal/ethnic violence in the district to provide relief to victims of violence. On 4.09.2008, 25177 no. of persons were staying in relief camps, which was the highest number on a particular date during the crisis. The last relief camp was closed on 25.08.2009. A total of 22, 02,912 no. of person days of relief was provided in the district.
2. District Administration has taken steps to provide rehabilitation assistance to those who have been affected by communal/ethnic violence. 38 persons, died in group-clashes during communal/ethnic violence. In all these cases, ex-gratia @ Rs.2.00 lakhs has been paid to Next of Kins (NoKs) of such victims out of Chief Minister’s Relief Fund (CMRF). All eligible cases have been recommended to Ministry of Home Affairs, Internal Security (I.S) Division, Government of India, New Delhi for providing assistance @ Rs.3.00 lakhs per such case under “Central Scheme for Assistance to victims of Terrorist and Communal violence”. Sanction @ Rs.3.00 lakhs/family in favour of eligible 37 cases has been made by Department of Home Affairs, Govt. of India under the above scheme. Case wise status is given in Annexure-1.

3. Moreover 14 other persons lost their lives during the period of conflict. Out of them, 8 persons have lost their lives because of Terrorist (Naxal) violence. In all these 08 cases, ex-gratia @ Rs.2.00 lakhs has been provided to Next of Kins (NoKs) out of Chief Minister’s Relief Fund. All these cases have also been sanctioned for providing assistance @ Rs.3.00 lakhs under “Central Scheme for Assistance to victims of Terrorist and Communal violence”. In another 04 cases of death of civilians because of Police firing and stone throwing, ex-gratia @ Rs.2.00 lakhs has been paid to Next of Kins (NoKs) of such victims out of Chief Minister’s Relief Fund. As these cases are not eligible under the Central Scheme, the same has not been taken up. Further 02 Policemen, who lost their lives on duty are being dealt as per service rules and conditions by the respective departments. Details of these 14 cases are given in Annexure-1.
4. For providing House Building Assistance, as per the decision of Government communicated vide letter  No.43189 dated 08.10.2008 of Government of Orissa, Revenue & Disaster Management Department, assessment of damaged houses has  been completed. As per the assessment, a total of 4818 number of houses have been affected, which includes, 3390 partially damaged and 1428 fully damaged houses. Blockwise details of final assessment is given as Annexure-2. This assessment has been completed on the basis of four rounds of survey taken up for identification of damaged houses. Moreover affected families were requested to give objections and grievances with respect to survey conducted by Government. A total of 1619 grievances/objections were received to the survey. All such petitions have been disposed of and objections/cases which were found genuine during field enquiry have been included in the house damage assessment list of Government. Blockwise list on disposal of such grievances is enclosed as Annexure-3.

 5. All the 4818 cases of house damage has been sanctioned with house building assistance of Rs.50,000/- for fully damaged houses and Rs.20,000/- for partially damaged houses as per policy of Government of Orissa. Moreover Prime Minister’s Office, New Delhi vide letter No.82 (21411)/08-PMF dt.16.12.2009 have released financial assistance in favour of 3778 cases. Out of these 3778 cases, in 3019 cases financial assistance has been released through the concerned Banks. For the remaining 759 cases financial assistance in favour of the concerned beneficiaries has been released through Demand Drafts. The financial assistance out of Prime Ministers National Relief Fund (PMNRF) is being provided to affected families @ Rs.20,000/- to fully damaged houses and @ Rs.10,000/- to partially damaged houses. Further, Bank details of 655 cases have been sent in second phase for release of payments out of Prime Ministers National Relief Fund (PMNRF). 

6. To facilitate reconstruction of houses, steps are being taken to ensure availability of building materials such as bricks, cement, Asbestos sheets etc. Efforts are also being made in partnership with organizations such as Catholic Relief Services (CRS) and Missionaries of Charity for giving training to youth in trades such as machinery, carpentry. This is being done to facilitate reconstruction of houses. Field officials are supervising and coordinating reconstruction of houses by victims of violence. It is because of such efforts that 3547 houses have already been completed. Details of these are indicated in Annexure-2.

7. Government of Orissa has decided to extend financial Assistance to religious institutions, which has been damaged during the recent ethnic/communal violence. Assessment has been done as per Letter No.48165/R&DM, dated 15.11.2008 of Department of Revenue & Disaster Management, Government of Orissa. As per the final assessment, it is seen that 229 religious institutions were damaged. Out of which 102 religious institutions are located on un-objectionable land and 127 religious institutions are located on objectionable land. Financial assistance has been sanctioned against all the damaged religious institutions, which are located on both objectionable and un-objectionable land. Sanction of Rs.51.90 lakhs has been done for assisting these religious institutions in reconstruction work. A Block wise abstract of the damaged religious institutions is enclosed as Annexure-4.

8. Assistance to Damaged Shop/Shop-cum-Residence: As per decision of Govt. of Orissa communicated vide Letter No. 41256/R&DM dated 23.09.08 & No.43189/R&DM dated 08.10.08, financial assistance has been sanctioned in favour of 119 damaged shop/shop-cum-residence as per the damage assessment. Sanction of Rs.19.45 lakhs has been done for extending assistance to the same. The Blockwise details are given at Annexure-5.

9.  Financial Assistance to public Institutions: As per decision of Govt. of Orissa communicated vide Letter No. Letter No.41256/R&DM dated 23.09.08, No.43189/R&DM dated 08.10.08 & No. 46052/R&DM dated 31.10.08 financial assistance has been sanctioned in favour of 12 damaged public institutions as per the damage assessment. The Blockwise details of sanction and disbursement are given at Annexure-6. Proposals have been submitted for also extending assistance to these institutions out of Prime Ministers National Relief Fund( PMNRF).

10. Assistance to the children of victims of communal, ethnic or           terrorist violence under Project ‘ASSIST’: Project ‘ASSIST’ is a scheme of National Foundation for Communal Harmony (NFCH) which provides assistance to the children rendered orphan or destitute in communal, ethnic or terrorist violence. The financial assistance is provided to such children for their care, education and training. District Committee, National Foundation for Communal Harmony, District; Kandhamal has already sent its recommendation with respect to eighteen (18) cases to get assistance under ‘ASSIST’ Scheme. Sanction and release of assistance in favour of all eighteen cases is pending.

11. After visit to affected areas in Kandhamal District, Hon’ble Chief Minister, Orissa has announced a slew of measures to address not only  long standing conflict but also to improve livelihood and socio-economic conditions  of the people in the district. After such announcements, following steps have been initiated in this regard.

  (a) To strengthen grass root administration and to address issues related to land administration, 08 new Tehsils and 41 new Revenue Inspector Circles have been operationlised in the District. Camp courts are being held to settle disputes of lands as per provisions of law. Moreover the Court of Commissioner has started to function at Phulbani, Kandhamal for addressing such concerns.

(b)  Verification of caste certificates where allegations of fraud have been leveled are being done in time bound manner. A total of 975   no. of complaints have been received and registered, in 772 cases enquiries has already been completed. Moreover, apprehensions that a particular community is trying to usurp identity of Kandha tribe as ‘Kui’ has been set to rest by clarifications issued from Government. It has been clarified that word ‘Kandha’ and ‘Kui’, in Presidential Order defining Scheduled Tribes, are synonymous and for claiming certificate, of ‘Scheduled Tribe’ category under ‘Kui’, one has to be ‘Kandha’ first.

 (c)  For strengthening law and order machinery two new Police Stations have been sanctioned and operationalised i.e. Chakapad and K.Nuagam in the district. Government has further created a new Police Subdivision at G.Udayagiri for strengthening response to any communal/ethnic tensions in the riot affected zone. Further steps have been taken to strengthen civil infrastructure like barracks and provision of road clearance parties for addressing any future conflict.

(d) As two years of continuous conflict has affected social security Network affecting specially vulnerable sections of society such as Old persons, Widow, Differently abled individuals, steps have been taken to strengthen social security network in the district. More than 35000 social security pensions have been sanctioned to universally cover each and every eligible case. Proposal has been further submitted to Government of India for sanctioning additional target of 25,000 under Antadoya Anna Yojana scheme.  Once the sanction is received all the families which has been affected by violence and other vulnerable sections of society will be provided with food security cover.

(e) Government has taken up steps for increasing employability of the youths of the district by improving their skills. Accordingly following training institutions have been sanctioned and are in process of operationalisation in the district. 

· Government Polytechnic College.

· Bachelor of Education (B.Ed) College by School & Mass Education Department.

· Two number of Certified Teachers (C.T) Training Schools.

· Horticulture Training Institute.

· Centre for excellence at Industrial Training Institute (ITI), Phulbani.

· Strengthening of Rural Self Employment Training Institute.

· Skill for Employment  in Apparel Manufacturing (SEAM) Centre by Infrastructure Leasing & Finance Services (IL & FS).

(f)  For strengthening facilities in providing education to marginalized sections of society, following steps have been taken up.

· 127 Hostels have been sanctioned for Tribal Girls.

· 12 Boys and 11 Girls Hostels have been sanctioned under Babu Jagjivan Ram Chhatrabas Yojana.

· As already discussed two Bachelor of Education (B.Ed) Colleges and two Certified Training (C.T) Training Schools.

(g) To strengthen infrastructure in rural areas, focus is being given under Pradhan Mantri Gramya Sadak Yojana (PMGSY) for providing connectivity, under Biju Gram Jyoti Yojana (BGJY) and Rajiv Gandhi Gramin Vidyutikaran Yojana(RGGVY) for providing electricity and under National Rural  Drinking Water Programme(NRDWP) for providing drinking water to rural areas. Government of Orissa has further sanctioned more than Rs. 150 Crores for strengthening main arterial road crossing Kandhamal District, under Ranchi-Vijayawada Highway project. The work is progressing well.

(h) 24 Mobile Health Units have been sanctioned and operationlised in the district for providing dedicated health services to interior most inaccessible areas.

12. Under National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme (NREGS), works are going on in most of the villages in the district. Information, Education & Coordination (IEC) campaigns have been undertaken to mobilize unemployed persons to participate in this programme. Because of the efforts, 50% of registered families have participated in the district under National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme (NREGS), against the state average of about 20%. Similarly, expenditure under National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme(NREGS) in the district is Rs. 40.35 crores against available of funds of Rs. 28.42 crores which is 141.96%. Because of lack of availability of funds under the scheme, funds have been diverted from other schemes so as to ensure work for any one who wants to participate in National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme (NREGS). Similarly, under Forest Rights Act, claims of more than 23000 families have been approved for providing titles to land as per law.

13. 828 no. of cases has been registered with respect to communal/ethnic violence in the district. Out of same, in 593 cases investigation has been completed and final Forms have been submitted to the court. 838 accused persons have been arrested in these cases. District Police has opened a special prosecution cell under the charge of one Inspector to monitor trial of these cases in the court. To try these cases two First Track Courts has been established at Phulbani. Moreover State Government has also appointed Special Public Prosecutor to vigorously pursue these cases in courts of law.
